Price increases

All the systems will be updated over the summer, but we wanted to give advance notice of these increases

to prepare our parents that are impacted most.

e Our hot meals will increase from £2.65 to £2.85 per meal.

Our enrichment clubs (those run by staff) will increase from £1 per session to £1.50 per session
Our wrap around care will increase as follows:
Breakfast club - £4.00 per child per session to £4.50 per child per session.
Wrap around until 4.30 will increase from £5 per child per session to £5.50 per child per session.
Wrap around until 6.00 will increase from £10 per child per session to £10.50 per child per session.
